Course Requirements  

 

� Attend lectures 
• Attendance is mandatory, if for any reason you are unable to attend a lecture you 

will need to notify Liliane Mikhail. 
• Once courses have started you may not join in. 
• If you miss more than 2 lectures, you will not receive the credit for that course. 

 
 

� Assignments 
• Title Page and Documentation: The title page should include the name of the 

course, name of the instructor, title of the paper/assignment, student’s name, and 
the due date. Students are expected to honestly reflect use of materials other 
than their own. The Church does not tolerate plagiarism in any form.  Any 
sources used in the paper should be properly documented as a reference or 
bibliography at the end of the paper. 

 
• Papers must be typed and double-spaced.  Students are required to retain a 

copy of all assignments in hard copy or electronic form.  Proper spelling, 
grammar and style are expected.  

 
• Class policy on late assignments: For each day late, the grade will be 

reduced by 1/3 of a letter grade.  Extensions will be considered if the 
circumstances are extreme.  Requests for an extension of the due date must be 
submitted to the course instructor prior to the due date for the assignment. 

 



 
 

• Assignments may be handed in at the course session.  Only hardcopies 
are accepted, no email copies will be graded.

• A final grade of 75% is required to pass all courses.
